Theft by Deception 

 
 Incident Summary: 
 On the 14th of August throughout the afternoon two 
unidentified white males were selling magazines in Lewis and 
Templin residence halls. The company they were claiming to 
represent does not exist. 
 
Safety Tips:  

 Report any suspicious activity to the KU Public Safety 
Office. 
 Solicitation is not allowed in any KU Department of Student 
Housing Facility. 
 Solicitors on campus must have a license from the City of 
Lawrence and written permission from the University of 
Kansas Provost’s Office. 
 Do not let anyone you don’t know into your home or 
residence hall room. 
 Remember when you buy from a solicitor you are giving a 
stranger everything they need to steal your identity.
